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Pre -Summit Forum and 9 th Annual UFWH
Summit Held at Auburn University

Auburn University recently played host to an inaugural
pre-summit forum followed by the 9 th annual Universi-
ties Fighting World Hunger Summit from February 27 -
March 2, 2014. More than 50 university leaders from
the U.S., Canada, and Central America, along with sen-
ior representatives from the U.S. government, United
Nations, private sector, NGOs, and foundations, attend-
ed the forum. Participating in the summit itself were
students, faculty, administrators, and other representa-
tives from the public and private sectors. In total, 39
colleges and universities and 27 norreducational entities
were engaged in some or all of the activities throughout
the four-day period.

The pre-summit forum entitled, Shaping the Collective
Role Universities as a Partner in Ending Hunger , was
organized by the Auburn University Hunger Solutions
Institute, the UN Food and Agriculture Organization,
